How to convert PNG to PDF.
You don’t need special software or an app to convert files. You can convert image files quickly and securely using Adobe Acrobat online services, which you can access for free in any web browser. Complete the process in a few steps and keep your project moving forward.
1. Go to Adobe Acrobat online services from any web browser and navigate to the convert JPG to PDF page. Don’t worry — it works with PNG files, too.
2. Click the blue button labeled “Select a file” or drag and drop the image file into the drop zone to upload.
You can upload a variety of image types to convert to a PDF, including:
· PNG
· BMP
· GIF
· TIFF
When your file is ready, you can download your compressed image file or sign into Adobe for other sharing options. With your newly converted file, you can share your PDF knowing that viewers will see your images exactly as they should.
How to convert PNG to PDF on Windows 10.
Windows 10 has a built-in PDF printer you can use to convert a PNG into a PDF.
1. Open the folder where the PNG image is stored in a File Explorer window.
2. Right-click the file and choose Print.
3. In the Print Pictures window that opens, choose Microsoft Print to PDF.
4. Choose the paper size, quality, how you want the image to appear, and how many copies or pages you want to save in the new PDF file.
5. Click Print.
6. In the Save Print Output As dialog box, select the folder.
7. Name your file.
8. Click Save.
How to convert PNG to PDF on a Mac.
If you’re working on a Mac, you have the built-in Preview app, which you can use to easily convert a PNG by exporting it as a PDF. If you haven’t installed another program, files will open in this app by default.
1. Open the PNG file in Preview.
2. Select File > Export as PDF.
3. Name the file.
4. Click Save.
